When Rita Houska
began her business, Rita’s
Purse-O-Nalities, in the
Yankton Mall about five
years ago, she started
small.

Rita’s Yankton location
fills a niche for people
seeking unique gift items,
such as wine glasses and
children’s clothing. 

The shop in Vermillion
is currently enjoying a
resounding success after
being open a bit more
than three months. 

“A lot people think
that it (the success) is
from the college kids, but
I’ve gotten a lot of
support from the town of
Vermillion itself,” Rita
said. “I’m really happy
about that, too. Things
are going very well in
Vermillion. We had a very
good holiday season.”

Owning not just one,
but now two stores gives
her more opportunities to
do what she loves the
best.

“I like the people that I
get to visit with, and I

love to decorate,” Rita
said. “I’m non-stop
decorating, and tearing
things apart. And I love
the freedom – I get to
work with my daughter
and my sister. Not very
many people get to do
that.

“Owning your own
business is nice – you
want to do it, you don’t
have to do it,” she said. “I
just love people and
having the chance to take
care of them.”
