Use fire retardant costumes.

If you have a dark costume, use reflective tape.

Costumes should be loose so 
warm clothes can fit underneath them.

Don't cross lawns in case there are 
unseen objects or uneven terrain.
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Teaching your kids basic, everyday safety skills, such as not getting into cars or 
talking to strangers, watching both ways before crossing streets and crossing when

lights tell you to, will help make them safer when they are out trick or treating!
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
